All 

ages can learn how to write lyrics, they have Open Mic night the last 

Wednesday of the month, jazz jam, and Rap and Hip-Hop programs. 

It is an open and learning environment. They have a live show every 

Saturday at 6:30pm and they live stream on YouTube.  The core of 

their mission is to improve mental health and wellness in our 

community. They offer free or affordable counseling and support 

groups. They have two programs for the Veterans: GI Jam Acoustic 

Harmony and Jam it Out Weekly Music Gatherings. Their new 

program Survivors of Suicide focuses on helping those who have lost a 

loved one to suicide find support, closure, and peace. Kelly shared the 

story of a 22 yr. old who tried to kill himself 7 times since the age of 

17. He was able to find community at the Boise Hive. Check out 

boisehive.org to find where they are located and more.
