Jazmine is on staff and Ivan is one of their many ambassadors who go 

out into the community to connect with their community members. 

The ID Hispanic Foundation will help anyone who comes through the 

door. They want to bridge the gap left by traditional support systems. 

They offer multiple programs: Health and Wellness, Entrepreneur 

support, Leadership advancement, Workforce development and 

Cultural Enrichment. Their Family Community Resource Center helps 

with basic needs: food boxes, hygiene items, diapers and clothing. 

Employment help: job search assistance, resume support and skill 

building opportunities. Education support: school supplies, ESL 

and GED referrals and peer learning groups. Legal and Housing: 

immigration guidance, tenant rights education and utility assistance. 

In 2025, over 3,500 families received food assistance, 1,517 hygiene 

kits were handed out, and over 800 individuals were connected to 

housing, legal aid and employment. Idaho’s Hispanic population is 

young, growing and deeply engaged in the workforce. 246 teens and 

young adults reached through programming and mentorship. 142 

workshops, classes and trainings held. 48 individuals became US 

citizens. The ID Hispanic Community Center is located at 315 

Stampede Dr in Nampa. They have open access, are fully bilingual, are 

culturally grounded and work to build trust and dignity. Check out
