Charlye Hahn is the interim executive director of 4 the Love of 

Kinship. Why kinship matters? Children enter care suddenly due to a 

crisis, relatives step in with little preparation and community support 

improves their stability. For every child in foster care, there are 18 

living with family members! 4 the Love of Kinship started as 

grandparents as parents, then went to ID relatives as parents. They 

have decades of kinship support in ID. Their program was rebuilt by 

the caregivers when services were discontinued. They created this 

program, so families are never left without support. They offer support 

groups and peer connection, training and caregiver education, trusted 

resources and referrals, socialization for caregivers and children, and a 

safe space to be heard and understood. They have formed many 

community resource partnerships including the Boise Bench Lions. 

They currently support up to 200 members. Their focus areas are 

kinship care, guardianship, kinship foster care and adoption. They 

asked for thoughts and prayers for the children and families going 

through this and for the BB Lions to serve breakfast again with Santa.
